Test the voltage and amperage draws for the compressor and motor(s).
This will help extend the life of the compressor, motor(s) and other major electrical components in the system.

Test all the safety feature of the system.

This is essential for proper equipment operation and insures that the system will shut down correctly if a problem
arises.

Lubricate all moving parts per the manufacturer’s recommendation.
Poor lubrication will cause components to drag and create an electrical overload which will result in increased
energy cost and possible system failure.

Cailbrate the thermostat (at customer’s request)
An improperly calibrated thermostat can result in more/less heating and cooling than desired. This will result in
increased energy cost as well as decreased comfort.

Test the temperature drop across the indoor coil.
This will measure the performance of the system to insure proper operation and maximum efficiency.

Check the blower assembly.
By maintaining proper alignment and cleanliness, the system will operate with proper airflow, increased comfort
and decreased energy costs.

Check and adjust burner unit (Furnace only).
Dirty or improperly adjusted burners will result in excessive fuel usage which will lead to increased energy costs as
well as possibly damaging the heat exchanger or other major components in the system.

Inspect the heat exchanger (Furnace only).
A damaged or cracked heat exchanger could allow poisonous and harmful gases in the home.

Check and change all filters (Standard throwaway filters only)
Dirty or clogged filters can reduce the airflow from your system, shorten the life of your system and cause your
energy cost to increase.,
